      Oh Lord (VI+JAANEEHI) you know (AARYAAN) the aaryas’, the regenerated distinguished by good education and righteous conduct (YE+CA) and those who are (DASYAVAH) the ‘dasyus’, the degenerated, robbers, thieves, unbelievers. Oh God Almighty, (SAASAT) do chastise (AVRATAAN) the non-devout and indisciplined people and (RANDHAYA) set them right (BARHISMATE) for the sake of those who perform ‘Yajna’ [meritorious deeds]. (BHAVA) you are (SAAKEE) the conferrer of great power upon human souls and (CODITAA) the impeller of (YAJAMAANASYA) your devotees [to do great and good deeds], (SADHAMAADESU) living in good places. Oh Lord, (CAAKANA) I long to perform (VISHVAA+IT) all (TAA) those good deeds (TE) enjoined by you.

Yogadarshanam

1.25.  Tatra Niratishayam Sarvajnabeejam

No one excels the Omnicient God

Meaning: (Tatra) in God lies (Niratishayam) the excellent  (Sarvajna-Beejam) form of Omniscience in the form of seeds.

Explanation: God is Sarvajna. But that knowledge in Him is in the form of a seed. Just like a big tree with its leaves, branches fruits stem and roots is confined in a small seed even so all kinds of knowledge are stored in God in the form of a seed. The Rishis meditate on God and receive that seed of knowledge from Him and enlarge it in the form of a detailed book or sermon. We may compare it with the birth of a child. The child is in the form of a seed either in a man or in a woman and develops in the form of a body. The Vedas are in the form of seeds only. They are not in the form of fully developed trees. When a Rishi or a great scholar meditates on any single word from a Mantra the meaning of that word develops into the form of a tree. Even a single Maatraa or letter develops into a big tree. Thus we can say that a single Mantra can be developed into a good park consisting of a number of trees. In this way each Mantra is a park consisting of different kinds of trees. Similarly God has all these Mantras in the form of seeds only and all these seeds exist in Him only. 

 
Now, when a person receives that knowledge from God he does so in the form of seeds only. For example, a teacher explains a subject for one hour. But the student does not grasp all those things in detail. He collects the whole information and transforms it into a seed that he stores in his mind. But when he writes a paper he develops that seed into a tree giving every detail so the reader can understand what he wants to say. This process continues between a teacher and a taught.                 

God is Sarvajna. There is nothing in the word that He is not aware of. As the Vedas say 

“Dvou sannishadya yanmantrayete raajaa tadveda varuNastyrteeyah.”

‘Even when two persons talk confidentially God exists amidst them as a third person and knows what they talk.’

Even while a person keeps every thing in is mind and does not express it to others God knows them. That is why the Vedas warn that nobody should ever think that he can keep the things as secret from God. He is Sarvajna or Omniscient because he is Omnipresent. He is not like common men who do not know everything and are hard   to understand what the other people talk or misunderstand what others say because they do not exist in the minds of others. God is not only in the outside world but is present within everyone and everything. When Rishi meditates on God he is connected with God and His knowledge flows through the heart and mind of the devotee. Just like when an iron piece is attached to a magnet the power of that magnet flows through the iron piece, the mind of the devotee receives all the power and knowledge from Him. When a scientist concentrates on a point of a problem he is automatically connected with the All- knowledge God who very kindly explains the subject to the soul and his problem is easily solved. That is how all these research scholars find out the secrets of the world. Besides, when a devoted scholar writes the explanation of a book he gets all information about the hidden secrets from God. It is, therefore said that a person who wants to spread the knowledge in the world should pray to God and meditate on Him regularly every day without fail. 

The last world is Niratishayam that means which cannot be surpassed or excelled. In the world no man has the knowledge that cannot be surpassed by others. But the knowledge in God is uppermost and nobody can surpass it. There is no soul that is able to excel that All- knowledge God. He is the only power in which all knowledge is treasured and stored. And he is impartial and is very kind to permit a soul to share the information He possesses.               

Yajna: 

Combine the six elements

We have explained Dainik Yajna. Here is presented the explanation of the Mantras of Special Yajnas. 

1. Om. Bhooragnaye svaahaa. Idamagnaye idanna mama.

2. Om. Bhuvarvaayave svaahaa. Idam Vaayave – Idanna mama.

3. Om, Svaraadityaaya svaahaa. Idamaadityaaya – Idanna mama.

4. Om, Bhoorbhuvahsvaragnivaayvaadityebhyah svaahaa.  Idamagnivaayvaadityevbhya – idanna mama. 

These four Mantras are called Vyaahriti Aahuti Mantras.

1.     Bhooh Agnaye swaahaa – God is Bhooh. He never meets His end. He is not destructible. A man who thinks that if he forgets the God He does not exist for him is ignorant. Similarly, he who thinks that God dose not exist or not sees him when he does a wrong thing, does not listen to his bad words, does not care when he kills animals and eats their flesh or does not feel when he abuses or insults Him is very ignorant. God is the real life and spirit of the world. It is due to Him that the whole world his moving regularly and is continuously active. He is called Praana. The world exists because the God exists in the things as well as the atoms of it.

             God is Agni. He is the guide. He regulates all things like Son, Moon, Stars and plants and all these things are working without fail because they are following His instructions at all times. 

           The word Vyaahriti means that a soul should follow the Path of God and for that purpose he must extract the power, knowledge and sprit from Him. This is possible only when the soul gets equipped with the qualities, actions and spirit from Him. The process through which these things are abstracted from Him is called Vyaahriti (Vi –aahriti). 

          It, therefore, means that when a person chants these Mantras he must concentrate his mind on the meanings of the words in them and try to bring those qualities in Him. For Example, the devotee should try to become Bhoo and Agni.

         Just like the God is the spirit and life of the world and controls each and every thing here a devotee also should exert to become the master of the body and the life as well as the spirit of his family and society. He should bring life in others but never take away life of either human beings or creatures. He should never tease or harm anybody. He should try to put his mind and senses etc. in himself under control. He should never be a slave to them. He should try to lead a disciplined life. When a devotee transforms himself has a Godly person He dose not suffer and leads a happy life. 

         Just like God guides things in the world and takes them on the right path a devotee also should grow like Agni and bring light not only in himself but in others too and should try to remove darkness from the minds of the people.  Agni is the source of light, spirit, activeness and heat. The same things a devotee should bring in himself as well as on other people. The fire always rises up. It never goes down. Similarly a devotee should keep rising in his life and proceeding on the path of truth. He should never come down. Just like the heat in the fire gives warmth even so a devotee should have sympathy, love, affection and kindness towards others so that they feel happiness and pleasure. 

         Bhuvah Vaayave swaahaa – God is Bhuvah. He removes sufferings, bad qualities and habits of the people who pray to Him daily with love and devotion. God is also called Vaayu that means the air. Just like the wind keeps moving in all places removing filth, bad smell and impurity of the atmosphere even so God removes all sufferings and bad feelings and emotions from the hearts and minds of his devotees. That is why the Vedas advise the people willing to have peace of mind to meditate on God in the morning and evening. 

      The Mantra advises the souls to come up like Vaayu. just like air gives life to the people and creatures a man should bring life in others and purify there minds and hearts. Just like air the devotee should try to change his own mind and life and keep them pure.

      Om Svah Aadityaaya Svaahaa – The God is bliss. He is always happy. Besides he never wants to give trouble to anyone. He does not want to punish anyone. It is the man himself who commits sins and punishes himself. When a man puts his hand in fire he will be burnt. Then if he says that God has punished him he is wrong. It is not God who asked him to put his hand in the fire, Similarly, God dose not ask anyone to do wrong things. Instead he warns every soul not to commit any sins. As such how can a man accuse God and say that He desired Him to commit the sin and get the punishment. There is difference between Sukham and Aanandam. Sukham or pleasure comes through senses. When a person eats any sweet it is the tongue that brings pleasure to the soul or when he sees a beautiful thing it is the eyes that bring pleasure to the person. So all these senses contact different things and communicate happiness to the soul. That is the meaning of Sukham. Su means good and Kham means senses. God never feels Sukham because He does not possess any senses. Aanandam means bliss. The bliss is felt by the soul within itself when it is freed from senses and does not have a chance to contact either a thing or a person. In meditation the soul is completely free and exists in itself. If while performing meditation one’s mind runs away and contacts the things or a person the soul does not feel any bliss because it is in contact with the outward world. 

       As the Mantra says Svah comes when the self is in the self. This position is called Aaditya. “Aadatte Sarvam iti Aadityah” - when the soul is in the position of absorbing every   sense and mind in itself and remains in the self it is   called Aaditya. According to Nirukta “Aditireva     Aadityah”.  Aditih means a soul that does not have duality, confusion or doubt. When the soul is in contact with the senses or mind or with an object it is dual. The soul is only one when it is independent and free from senses, mind or   objects. This kind of soul is called Aditi and the power of such a soul is also called Aditi. When a soul with this power thinks or resolves the thought as well as the resolution is called Aaditya. God is Aaditya. The sun is Aaditya and the soul that is free from senses, mind and objects and is one is also called Aaditya. 

          The fourth Mantra in this context says that a soul should have all these things i.e. Bhooh, Bhuvah, Svah, Agni, Vaayu, and Aaditya combined. Then only it possesses the power of God and is called Yajniya. 

          The word Svaahaa in this context means that this is true. This is the instruction of God. The soul willing to develop Divinity should follow these instructions of God. Having combined all these six things the soul should become perfect and then should sacrifice itself to God to become one with Him.

Third question

    Then Kaushalya the Son of Aashvalaayana asked –

1. Sir, from where does this Praana come into existence?

2. How does it enter into the body?

3. How does it divide itself and act in the body?

4. With what does it go out of the body?

5. How does it support the outside world and the spiritual one?

           Rishi Pippalaada said – you ask too many questions. But I shall certainly explain them to you because you are Brahmanishtha (set in God). 

      Answer to the question 1. – The Praana comes due to the power of the soul. It clearly means that the Praana is supported by the soul. The Praana enters in the body because of the existence of the soul. The Praana does not exist in the things that have no soul. It means that only the conscious things have Praana. That is why you do not witness any Praana in lifeless things like stone etc. Praana is there in the trees and plants because these things have soul in them. This is certain that all such things that grow from within have souls in them. Some people raise doubts that there is no life in trees and plants. And so there is no sin in cutting them down. But they are wrong. According to the Vedas felling down the trees or destroying plants is as much a sin as it is to kill the human beings. Besides, the things that keep growing should not be cut down because the growth from within itself is evidence that the thing has life in it. All such things that have life are supported by the soul and vitality. That is why the Rishis have ordained that cutting the trees is a great sin and a person who goes against this principle is punished for the crime as he is done for killing animals and human beings. As killing the human beings is called Hinsaa so is the violence committed against the trees and plants. These things breathe like other creatures do. Just like human beings have blood flowing in their nerves and veins so do the trees and plants too. They too have blood in the nerves but in the form of juice. The people have witnessed the trees in South Africa that are very cruel like violent creatures. They have seen that such trees catch hold of a person going under them, suck their blood and finally drop the dead body down on the earth. The human beings are warned not to sleep below the trees at night because they exhale nitrogen and the breath coming out of them does not supply him oxygen. It is very harmful for the human beings. They spoil their health instead of fortifying then.

       Meaning- “One’s own Dharma, though not benefiting visually, is far batter than the one of others though well performed. It is better to die while performing one’s own Dharma. Others’ Dharma is always dangerous.” 

     Explanation- 1. Dharma- here the question is what does Krishna mean by the word Dharma. Some people take the word Dharma here to mean Sampradaaya or community or caste. It is wrong because at the time of Shri Krishna there were no Sampradaayas. There was only one Dharma viz. Vedic Dharma. There were neither Muslims nor Christians etc. There was only one caste or community and that was humanity. Yes, there were Varnas. The Varnas  or not a caste. Caste or jaati is a thing that comes from the birth. According to Manu Brahmana is not a caste. As Manu says every one is Shoodra by birth. He becomes Brahmana, Kshatriya or Vaishya only by Sanskaras or Karmas. For example, when a child was admitted in a Gurukula in the ancient times it was not classified as Bharamana. He was kept under vigilance for fourteens years to finalise as to what kinds of liking he had and what deeds and actions he preferred to do in is life. it was only on the basis of his likings and actions that he was classified in the end in one of those four Varnas. As per Manu the actions and habits of a person that enable him to be classified as belonging to one of those four Varnas are called Dharma. Dharma is the name of the duties and responsibilities a person carries in his life. That is why the seriptures enumerate the duties, actions, responsibilities and qualities of a person belonging to a particular Varna. 

      Shri Krishna says that once a person selects one of the four Varnas and accepts the actions and responsibilities of the Varna he wants to embrace he must stick to them for the whole of his life. Frequently changing one’s Varna is not good for him because, this kind of a habit does not take him to his goal. If one succeeds in changing his nature and wants to be promoted to the higher one he may be allowed to do so. But then he must not ignore his duties concerned with the new class. One should not change his class just because he is not having any profit or benefit from the present one. It means that nobody should be allowed to change his class just for having the economical benefits of the new Varna. The new line of livelihood may not benefit him and he may even be put to loss economically or other wise. 

        Suppose a person who is working as a businessman is afraid of his business because he is not earning money as he expected and becomes a teacher in a school or starts working as a priest thinking that it is more easygoing and does not call for much labor he will fail, because he does not have the practical experience of those jobs nor he has that nature. Actually it is only these people who have brought a bad name to the priesthood.  Therefore, it is better for a person to do his present job by taking more interest and with more toiling and studies so that he may have more profit and benefit from the present job itself. That will help him succeeding and reaching the goal.                                            

Valmiki  Ramayana: 

 


Shri Rama did not meet Sita earlier


     Having finished the work of Maharshi Vishvamittra in Siddhaashrama both Rama and Lakshmana went to the Rishi and asked him about the next program. Vishvamittra and other Rishis said,” the King Janaka, the ruler of Mithila is performing a great Yajna. Let us go there and attend the   ceremony. There is a great bow which must be seen by you.”

      There is some difference between the story told by Shri Tulsidasji and Valmiki. Tulsidasji wanted to write an epic or MahaaKaavya and so wanted to introduce all the elements required in MahaaKaavya. So He went out of the context and brought a number of things that are not found in original Ramanyana. Valmiki is concerned with only telling the real story of Shri Rama without caring whether it would help in presenting the book as MahaaKaavya or not. Therefore, he took Vishvamittra and other Rishis straight to the place where the Yajna was going on for the last one year. That place was called Yajna- Vaata.

 On the other hand Shree Tulsidas took them to a park. According to him Rama and Lakshmana camped in the park itself. Shri Tulsidas tells an imaginary story of an unexpected meeting between Rama and Sita as follows –

       “The next day Rishi Vishvamittra wanted to perform the idol worship in the morning. He sent Rama and Lakshmana to collect some flowers for worshiping God. While walking through the park they saw a group of girls led by Sita. They were all going to the temple of Parvati for a worship. Unexpectedly they saw the beautiful lady, the daughter of Janaka. Shree Rama was attracted towards her. Shree Rama mentions this happening to Lakshmana thus – ‘Dear brother I am looking at that beautiful girl. I am unable to describe her beauty because the eyes that see her have no tongue and the tongue that is able to speak has no eyes (giraa anayana nayana binu baanee). Just like a person is unable to detail the beautiful things of a girl whom another person has witnessed, even so the tongue is not able to describe what the eyes have seen. Unfortunately the eyes have no tongue and the tongue has no eyes. So I am unable to describe what I have seen. But my Dear, my mind is out of my grip and it wants to meet her heart as soon as possible. I also know that we belong to a great family which is famous by the name of RaghuVansha and that a member of that family does not have a bad habit of flirting with girls.  As my mind wants to join her it seems that God has some plans  for me that I am hard to realize” 

      As is evident from the above statement of Shri Rama Tulsidasji is in great dilemma here. He wants to give the details of this first love of Sir Rama to fulfill the requirements of a MahaKaavya while simultaneously he wants the great family of Shree Rama to be saved from blame. Shri Valmiki did not have to face these problems and so he easily found the way to save himself from thus dilemma and easily led them to the place of the great Yajna. After all they all had come to Janaka’s palace to witness the great Yajna and had never dreamed of the marriage of Shree Rama and Sita.
