Yoga 13.


1.11. Anubhoota-vishayaa-sampramoshah Smritih.

Meaning: Anubhoota-vishayasya asampramoshah - not being stolen away or not disappearing of an experienced subject or object is called ‘Smriti’.

Note: Anubhootah vishayah – a thing or subject that has been experienced.

A+sam+pra+moshah – The main verb is ‘mush’ that means to ‘steal away’. From this verb we have a Noun ‘Moshah’. From this very verb we have another noun ‘Mooshakah’ or ‘Mooshah’ meaning the one who steals away like a rat does, because it comes in the room when everybody is asleep and steals away the things kept in open or without being hidden. The word ‘Mooshah’ has changed into ‘mouse’ in English. 


Pramoshah is the combination of Pra (the prefix) and Moshah the noun that means ‘stealing away’. Sampramoshah is again a combination in which another prefix ‘Sam’ has been added. This word means ‘to be completely stolen away’ or ‘to have been completely lost’.  That is why when one does not remember a thing or subject he had earlier with him he says ‘I have lost it’ when a person is not able to remember anything he is said to ‘have lost his memory.’ 


The word ‘remember’ itself is very intriguing. A person who is the part of any organization or a thing that is the part of the body is called a ‘member’. When that very object becomes the member or part again it is called ‘Re-member’. When we forget a thing or subject it is lost and does not exist as a part of the mind, but when the same is recalled it becomes again a part or member of the mind. This procedure is called ‘remembering’ or accepting it again as a member.


A part (member) of the body, once lost or cut off, cannot be joined as a member again. But when a subject or person is lost or disappears from Chittam it can be accepted as a part of it again. Why?  Because what Chittam possesses is in the form of an abstract. When a person looks at a thing or person he does not take the whole object in the solid form in Chittam, but only its abstract form that has no solid body. The abstract form can exist as a part of the mind because that too is in an abstract form. The brain is a material but the mind in it is not. It is just in the form of energy, power, just like the electricity is in a bulb. A bulb or wire can be broken or cut not the electric power just as the body of a person can be smashed, cut, killed or destroyed, but a soul in it can never be. When we look at a person or thing we memorize only his shape, form or action that are all in the form of an abstract. When we experience a thing we do only its taste or color etc. When we lose the memory of a person or things we do so only of abstract things connected with him. And when we memorize him we do so with the help of either his form, shape, behavior or something extraordinary character in him like his gait, speaking style, etc. that becomes the part of our abstract mind. When we recall those things we remember him. That is why it is called ‘Asampramoshah’ i.e. something abstract of a person should exist in the mind. One cannot remember a person or thing if every detail of his is lost. 


The word Asampramoshah  has a psychological significance here. Sampramoshah is complete disappearance, but when there is something left concerned with that experience it is Asampramoshah (not losing completely) because there is some aspect left that helps in memorizing an event, thing or a person. For instance, suppose I meet a person in a train who leaves some imprint on my mind, or a person in a hotel who cheats me, or a boy or girl in an assembly who speaks very well and gets a prize that has a great impact on my mind. One single point attached with an event, situation or a person brings the whole of it before me just like a single tiny egg impregnated by a sperm in the embryo gives birth to a man, or a single small seed gives birth to a big tree. Once even that small mark is lost you will never remember that event. The presence or existence of a single signal is called here Asampramoshah. Kill that seed and you will have no Smriti. On the contrary, save all seeds and you will become mad with numberless memories and will die with tensions. The next Sootra will explain as to how can one live peacefully and lead a long life.
Yajna 24.



The ten principles that make a person Divine

The fourth Mantra of Jalaprokshanam says that for having peace in life one should achieve the following things –

1. Like God Yajamaana too should come up as ‘Deva’ attaining Divine power, qualities, character and family in the life. For this he should have full faith in God and do the deeds that would take him closer to Him. God is Mahaadeva, but a soul should at least try to become Deva.

2. God is Savitaa. He is the Creator. A man too should be a creator. He should never destroy himself or others. The four Ashramas are meant for training a person to be creator. Having attained this superior quality he should then inspire others to become like God.

2. Yajnam Prasuva –  The God inspires His children to come up as Yajna and gives them strength to face the adversities, win over the obstacles, conquer his enemies and advance like a supreme power. A person who wants to be the God’s child should do Satkarmas and inspire others to do so like his Father does.

3. Yajnapatim Prasuva – God never helps the people advance who do not do good deeds. Having wrongly judged the people in the world we think that God helps those who commit crimes and sins. The Rishis like Manu who have correctly adjudged the God’s government say, “we think that the people doing bad deeds succeed in their lives. No. God never does injustice. Though such bad people appear to be succeeding, winning in every field, conquering their enemies, actually they go down with every step, finish themselves in the end and are completely uprooted. May God provide us with the right vision so we become Yajnapati, the master of the Yajniya life.
5. Bhagaaya – Like God may we too be the owners of riches. May we never be the slaves to our desires, minds and senses. May we understand that becoming Eashvara – the owner of our properties and riches – is the highest kind of prosperity and richness.
6. Divyah – Just like God may we too possess Divine power, strength, intellect, character and nature.
7. Gandharvah –God has Great Wisdom. He has given us the Vedas in the form of the Divine Message. My we attain that very wisdom and knowledge and possess a powerful speech that changes the people and guide them on the best way of life.
8. Ketapooh – This word has two syllables – ‘Keta’ and ‘Pooh’. ‘Keta’ has two meanings – ‘Kita Nivaase rogaapanayne Cha’ – to dwell or make a home and cure the diseases. ‘ Pooh’ is derived from the verb root ‘Poon^ Pavane’ – meaning to purify. The word ‘Keta’ means the home where we live, the body where the soul dwells, the world where the God exists and the heart where the God resides with the soul. It also means to be alert and careful so one does not become the victim of any kinds of physical, mental or spiritual diseases, who knows the correct remedies of all such diseases and is powerful enough to destroy them. The word ‘Chikitsaa’ meaning remedy has been derived from this verb root only and there are 3 kinds of Chikitsaa – Shaareerika (physical), Maanasika (mental) and Aatmika (spiritual). Vichiktsaa is another word derived from it that means doubt or confusion. According to these meanings all such persons who are atheist, do not believe in God, do not obey Him, blame Him, criticize Him, deny His existence, or are prepared to hang Him are all the victims of mental and spiritual diseases. The only medicine that can cure them is Yoga, Swaadhyaaya (studying good books or introspection) improvement, analysis, austerity, intensive prayer and serving a Guru who has visualized God. 
9. Vaachaspatih – God is the Master of Speech. He is very sweet and is always so. He never abuses anyone. He does not get angry or irritated and speak ill of anyone. He means what He says. He does what he says. He never goes against His own Message. He is true to His words. He can be never flattered. Whatever He has said in His Message – the Vedas – is the Eternal Truth. It is only His Voice that can change a person and improve and inspire him. He never betrays any one. Whenever He speaks does so only sweetly. He never chides, rebukes or curses anyone. It is wrong to say that those who do not pray to Him are cursed and sent to the hell. He never does bad things to any one. He is the friend of all and deals friendly with everyone. When a person goes on a wrong path He guides him to leave that path and be a good person. He is called ‘Vaachaspati’ because He possesses all these qualities. Let us too possess all these good things and come up as Vaachaspati.
10.  Vaacham Nah Svadatu – The one who becomes a real child of God develops sweet tongue. He never speaks harshly even to the person who blames or curses Him. Whoever meets such a person and becomes his friend he changes into a sweet-tongued person. A parrot has this wonderful character. It always utters sweet words and welcomes the strangers who come to visit the home of nobles where it lives. If a parrot lives in a house of scoundrels and rogues it will speak to the visitors in their words. The noble parrot will welcome the people and say,
“Welcome sir. Shubham Astu – be good to you. May God bless you. Please come in. Grace this house with your noble presence" etc. And the one that has been in the house of the wicked people will say, “Go to hell. Who called you? Do not come in the house. Go back and hit your head” etc. Similarly, the people who live with God, pray to Him, have the company of the good and devoted people will always have sweet tongues and train everyone to be sweet.
These are ten jewels of a Divine Life. Such a person is called Yajniya. Naturally he is calm and quiet like the water of Ganga. He is better than water. Because the water becomes hot when kept on fire while a sweet and peaceful person with Divine qualities will never have a hot temper even with crooked persons. If a crooked person says to him to go to hell, he will answer, “May God bless you with the peace of mind, dear child. Be ever happy and enjoy the world.”  OM.

Gita 14.

Guide others not through mere words but actions.

3.21. Yadyadaacharati shreshThastattadevetaro janah.



Sa yatpramaaNam kurute lokastadanuvartate.

Meaning: Whatsoever a great man does, the same is done by others as well. Whatever standard he sets, the world follows it.

Explanation: Shri Krishna is giving here a very important statement. What do the other people follow? Do they follow what a man tells them or what he demonstrates through his actions? In our families we keep instructing the children to do like this or that. Suppose, I keep sleeping till late hours but  advise the children to get up early in the morning. Will they listen to me? No. They will flatly say, at least on my back, that “our father himself keeps sleeping till late hours and asks us to get up early. Why should he do so.” Even our own children defy such discriminating orders, then, how will the other people react to our advice?  That is why the scriptures tell us to demonstrate with your action whatever you want your children or other people to do.  If you have faith in the maxim saying “early to bed and early to rise makes a man healthy, wealthy and wise” then show them through your actions how true and beneficiary it is. If I myself do not follow that golden rule it means that I do not have any faith in such things and they are all absurd and nonsense.  In that case how will others act on our nonsense instructions? If smoking is bad for others it is bad for me too. When I am myself addicted to drinking alcohol how can I ask others not to take it in? Do not say, “I can drink it because I can digest it but as you can not digest it you should not drink”. A bad thing is bad for everyone. And then, it is not the question of digesting. It is not like milk that suits to some people while it does not to others. It is not concerned with the stomach, but with the brain and the brain does not digest. The scriptures deny to drink alcohol because they affect the brain nerves and a person who drinks loses his senses. That is why the government has banned ‘drinking while driving’ or ‘ to drive while drunk’.


What is Dharma? Dharma is the one that benefits all. There is no question of suiting or not suiting. That is why the scriptures say “Aachaarah prathamo Dharmah – practicing the principles ordained by the scriptures is the primary Dharma”. Just keeping studying books regularly without bringing the things advised in them into practice is utterly a senseless thing. Jnaanam (knowledge) must be put into practice in the life then only it enriches us with great experiences. The life is improved through practice, not by studying the books alone. If there is no laboratory in a school where the students can see the experiments done or practice them by themselves they will not learn science just by attending the classes for learning theory. The world is like a laboratory where we can put the principles of Dharma learnt from Gurus for experiment. It is not the knowledge alone but experiment and experience that brings us success. The knowledge should be followed by practice. That is why the employers hesitate to employ a raw graduate. They prefer a person who has put up service in an organization. A scholar has said a beautiful thing. He says, “one cannot learn swimming just by watching a person swimming in a pool even for hours together. He will learn swimming only by himself swimming in the water”. Gandhiji would always say, “ a person will not learn spinning just by watching a person spinning. The spinning itself is not very difficult but the job that requires great patience, courage, and calmness is very difficult.” And, he would stress that a person who wanted to take part in the ‘Struggle for Freedom’ must regularly spin at least for an hour everyday because it would teach him how one could stay undisturbed even when he faced failure in his sincere attempts in the life.” It is the practice that confirms the value of the principles one has learnt. When a doctor says that one should exercise or go for a walk daily if he wants to get rid of the diabetes, the patient must follow his advice if he is keen to cure his disease. 


So, when a great man demonstrates as to how one should lead a truthful life, the results achieved by him in his life confirm the principle. A truthful and honest person never becomes victim to tensions or worries. Telling truth is the simplest way to lead a carefree life. When we tell a lie we have to think of projecting a number of lies to protect ourselves form that original one. And we forget what we had told earlier. The result is that we are easily caught and the people lose trust in us that deprives us from a number of good things.


This Shloka defines a ShreshTha or noble person too. A noble man is a person who puts Dharma into practice. When we go through the life history of a great man and see him facing and conquering adversities successfully in his life we find out the best way of encountering the difficulties, and that increases our moral strength and power. When we read that Maharshi Dayanand never feared the people because he had full faith in God and knew that no one could harm if He was on his back guiding, supporting and protecting him, we too get that courage and act fearlessly in our lives. It is how we build ourselves by reading the books on biography or autobiography of the great people. 


That is why we say that we must study the Vedas. What are the Vedas? The God Himself. Whatever Knowledge He has given us in them is based on His own character. When He says in the Vedas “Maa Bheh (never fear)”, or “Maa sanvikthaah (never get disturbed)” or “ Satyam Braveemi (I am telling the truth”)  or “Atameruh Yajamaanah – (the one who wants to perform the Yajna of life must never be lazy or careless) or “Soopaayano Bhava (be accessible to your children, do not chide but love them)  etc. He explains His qualities and asks us to adopt them if we want to be noble people. Similarly, the statements and advice of Shri Krishna in Gita explain his own experience he had gathered in his truthful life. The Upanishads are the statements from Rishis. If we go deeper in them we shall see that they present their standard of thinking and living. They are called Pramaanas in Sanskrit. When a Guru says , “this is what is meant by an Arya” nobody should ask him “what is the evidence? Because he and his character itself are an evidence.. When Maharshi Dayanand says “bring truth in your thoughts, speech and actions” in the book ‘The Light of Truth’ he tells us so on the basis of his experiments in his own life and that is the evidence.


Thus, it is a beautiful advice by Shri Krishna. His advice is “ guide  others not through words but through your actions.”
Ramayana 14.


How correct the king is. It is the same attitude even now. The king has named such Brahmans as Brahmaraakshasas. Even now there are a number of Raakshasas in the country and society, whose main object is to find out the mistakes and tom tom them in the public so that the whole scheme becomes a failure and the person mooting it is insulted and hated by the people. Even in the religious fields there are these Raakshasas who  deliberately create situations where those workers go wrong and the whole thing comes down heavily on the earth. This is what the opposition parties are doing now. They won’t let the government, duly elected by the people, to do their jobs peacefully. They start various agitations and communal riots or create other bitter situations to pull down the legs of leaders. This is totally wrong. No doubt, the opposition leaders should keep constant vigil on the government decisions and activities and wherever they go wrong should criticize them vehemently. But they should not disturb the public life through their strives and struggles in the assemblies or through media. They should wait for the next elections and in the meanwhile persuade the people to watch the government activities in proper perspective. This is called a healthy democracy. 


In the Religious fields also there are the people whose main object is to see that a particular executive committee elected for a particular period does not function peacefully and is unable to do any good thing that could make it popular. Because, they think that if it becomes popular in any way the other ambitious people will not have a chance to hold the office.  So, even when they are given seats in the committees they suggest the ways that would bring them failure, or at the time of action they will pull themselves out so the workers are put to all kinds of hardships and do not come out successful in their mission.  They are not concerned if this action of theirs brings a bad name to the society of which they too are the members. They are all covered with Tamas.   They are self-centered. It is in their blood and does not change even when they go to another country. 


Another important thing to be taken note of in this context is that the Yajna should be performed in a perfect way. Those who perform Yajnas in their own way without caring for the injunctions from great Maharshis, or wrongly chanting the Mantras, are sinners because they misrepresent the Yajnas.  Besides, they make the efforts of the Yajamaan fruitless because such a Yajna becomes useless and just wastes their precious time.  That is why Dashratha said, “a person who performs a Vidhiheena Yajna is immediately harmed. Therefore, please see that everything goes peacefully and nothing wrong or mistake is committed. Employ only such people who take the Yanja to the successful end.”


The officials assured him of their full cooperation and vigilance.


The king then, went into the palace, told the whole story to the queens and asked them to be Vratee for the great Yajna being performed for obtaining a heir for the throne.

Question: What is the meaning of ‘to be Vratee’?

Answer:   When a man wants to do a work he must prepare himself mentally and physically for that.  He must concentrate himself in that work alone. That is what is meant by  ‘ being Vratee’. We shall see it in detail in the next issue.
